Priest  Do not be ashamed to confess the faith of Christ crucified. 
People Fight valiantly as a disciple of Christ against sin, the world and 

the devil, and remain faithful to Christ to the end of your life. 
Priest May almighty God deliver you from the powers of darkness, 

restore in you the image of his glory, and lead you in the light and 
obedience of Christ.

The baptism party move with the ministers to the font, as music is played. All 
turn to face the font.

On the third day he rose again; he 

ascended into heaven, he is seated at the right hand of the 

Father, and he will come to judge the living and the dead.

People I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy catholic Church, the 

communion of saints, the forgiveness of sins, the resurrection of 

the body, and the life everlasting. Amen. 
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The priest then pours water, blessed at the Vigil last night, on Fiadh, saying: 
Priest Fiadh Nora, I baptize you in the name of the Father, and of the 

Son, and of the Holy Spirit.

Fiadh is clothed in a white garment, and the priest says: 
Priest You have been clothed with Christ. As many as are baptized into 

Christ have put on Christ. 
 
The priest anoints her on the crown of the head with holy Chrism and says: 
Priest May God, who has received you by baptism into his Church, pour 

upon you the riches of his grace, that within the company of 
Christ’s pilgrim people you may daily be renewed by his anointing 
Spirit, and come to the inheritance of his saints in glory.

The priest sprinkles the people with blessed water, as the choir sings  
Vidi Aquam. All return to their places. 
 
 
 

Please remain standing for the Prayers of Intercession.  
The Priest introduces and concludes the prayers.

dead. With thankful praise, let us offer these petitions.
