Please stand when the bell rings, for the procession of the clergy and servers, 

and to sing hymn REH 456:

People Glory to God in the highest, and on earth peace to 
people of good will. We praise you, we bless you, we 
adore you, we glorify you, we give you thanks for your 
great glory. Lord God, heavenly King, O God, almighty 
Father. Lord Jesus Christ, Only Begotten Son, Lord God, 
Lamb of God, Son of the Father, you take away the sins 
of the world, have mercy on us; You take away the sins 
of the world, receive our prayer; you are seated at the 
right hand of the Father, have mercy on us. For you 
alone are the Holy One, you alone are the Lord, you 
alone are the Most High, Jesus Christ, with the Holy 
Spirit, in the glory of God the Father.

Reader A reading from the book of Exodus. (Exodus 19; 2-6). 

In those days: The people of Israel came into the 
wilderness of Sinai, and they encamped in the wilderness. 
There Israel encamped before the mountain, while Moses 
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went up to God. The Lord called to him out of the 
mountain, saying, ‘Thus you shall say to the house of 
Jacob, and tell the people of Israel: “You yourselves have 
seen what I did to the Egyptians, and how I bore you on 
eagles’ wings and brought you to myself. Now therefore, 
if you will indeed obey my voice and keep my covenant, 
you shall be my treasured possession among all peoples, 
for all the earth is mine; and you shall be to me a kingdom 
of priests and a holy nation.” ’ 
This is the word of the Lord.

Remain seated for the second reading: 

Reader A reading from the letter of Paul to the Romans. (Romans 5; 

6-11) 
Brothers and Sisters: While we were still weak, at the right 
time Christ died for the ungodly. For one will scarcely die 
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for a righteous person — though perhaps for a good 
person one would dare even to die — but God shows his 
love for us in that while we were still sinners, Christ died 
for us. Since, therefore, we have now been justified by his 
blood, much more shall we be saved by him from the wrath 
of God. For if while we were enemies we were reconciled 
to God by the death of his Son, much more, now that we 
are reconciled, shall we be saved by his life. More than 
that, we also rejoice in God through our Lord Jesus Christ, 
through whom we have now received reconciliation. 
This is the word of the Lord. 

People Thanks be to God. 
 
Stand for the gospel acclamation after a brief pause for reflection.

Priest The Lord be with you,

Priest A reading from the holy Gospel according to Matthew. 

(Matthew 9; 36-10; 8). 

People Glory to you, O Lord. 
Priest At that time: When Jesus saw the crowds, he had 

compassion for them, because they were harassed and 
helpless, like sheep without a shepherd. Then he said to his 
disciples, ‘The harvest is plentiful, but the labourers are 
few; therefore pray earnestly to the Lord of the harvest to 
send out labourers into his harvest.’ 
And he called to him his twelve disciples and gave them 
authority over unclean spirits, to cast them out, and to heal 
every disease and every affliction. The names of the twelve 
Apostles are these: first, Simon, who is called Peter, and 
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Andrew his brother; James the son of Zebedee, and John 
his brother; Philip and Bartholomew; Thomas and 
Matthew the tax collector; James the son of Alphaeus, and 
Thaddaeus; Simon the Zealot, and Judas Iscariot, who 
betrayed him. 
These twelve Jesus sent out, instructing them, ‘Go 
nowhere among the Gentiles and enter no town of the 
Samaritans, but go rather to the lost sheep of the house of 
Israel. And proclaim as you go, saying, “The kingdom of 
heaven is at hand.” Heal the sick, raise the dead, cleanse 
lepers, cast out demons. You received without paying; give 
without pay.’ 

  This is the Gospel of the Lord. 
People Praise to you, O Christ. 
  Alleluia! Alleluia! Alleluia! 
 
Please sit for the Homily from Fr Henry. 
 
All stand to say the Nicene Creed: 
 

People I believe in one God, the Father almighty,  
maker of heaven and earth, of all things visible and 
invisible.  
I believe in one Lord Jesus Christ, the Only Begotten Son 
of God, born of the Father before all ages. God from 
God, Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten, 
not made, consubstantial with the Father, through him 
all things were made. For us men and for our salvation 
he came down from heaven, and by the Holy Spirit was 
incarnate of the Virgin Mary, and became man. For our 
sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate, he suffered 
death and was buried, and rose again on the third day in 
accordance with the Scriptures. He ascended into 
heaven, and is seated at the right hand of the Father. He 
will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead 
and his kingdom will have no end. 
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I believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who 
proceeds from the Father and the Son, who with the 
Father and the Son is adored and glorified, who has 
spoken through the prophets. I believe in one holy, 
catholic and apostolic Church. I confess one Baptism for 
the forgiveness of sins and I look forward to the 
resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to 
come. Amen. 

 
Please remain standing for the Prayers of Intercession. 

Priest On this day that the Lord has made, let us pray to the 
Father, through Jesus Christ, in the power of the Spirit.   

Reader Lord, in your mercy, / Lord, hear us. 
People Hear our prayer. / Lord, graciously hear us. 
At the prayer for the departed, 

Reader Rest eternal grant unto them, O Lord. 
People and let light perpetual shine upon them. 
When the prayers of the saints are asked, 

Hail, Mary, full of grace, the Lord is with thee. Blessed 
art thou among women, and blessed is the fruit of thy 
womb, Jesus: Holy Mary, Mother of God, pray for us 
sinners, now and at the hour of our death. Amen. 

In conclusion to the prayers: 

Priest Father, you have promised to hear the prayers of those 
who ask in the name of your Son: grant that what we 
have asked faithfully we may obtain effectually, according 
to your will.  Merciful Father, 

People Accept these prayers for the sake of your Son, our 
Saviour Jesus Christ. Amen. 

 
 
 
Please sit, as the Choir sing “Hymn to the Trinity”, by Pyotr Ilyich Tchaikovsky 
(1840-93), and bread and wine are brought to the altar. 
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Stand to sing hymn REH 522, as the altar is prepared and the collection is taken. 
If you want to give by card, there is a card reader at the back of church. 
 

Love divine, all loves excelling, 
Joy of heaven, to earth come down, 
Fix in us thy humble dwelling, 
All thy faithful mercies crown.

Priest O God, who in the offerings presented here provide for 
the twofold needs of human nature, nourishing us with 
food and renewing us with your Sacrament, grant, we 
pray, that the sustenance they provide may not fail us in 
body or in spirit. Through Christ our Lord.

The Priest sings the opening of the Eucharistic Prayer:

The Priest prays the Preface to the Eucharistic Prayer, and then all sing the 

Sanctus and Benedictus: 

People Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of hosts. Heaven and earth 
are full of your glory. Hosanna! Hosanna in the highest. 
Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord. 
Hosanna! Hosanna in the highest. 

 

Please kneel. The Eucharistic Prayer continues, until the Words of Institution. 

Then all make the Memorial Acclamation: 

Priest The mystery of faith. 

People Save us, Saviour of the world, for by your cross and 

resurrection you have set us free. 
The Priest concludes the Eucharistic Prayer, and all sing: 

People Amen! Amen! Amen! 
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Please stand for the Lord’s Prayer. 

Priest At the Saviour’s command, and formed by divine 

teaching, we dare to sing, 

People Our Father, who art in heaven 

 hallowed be thy name,  

thy kingdom come, thy will be done;  

on earth as it is in heaven.  

Give us this day our daily bread.  

And forgive us our trespasses  

as we forgive those who trespass against us.  

And lead us not into temptation;  

but deliver us from evil.  

Priest Deliver us, Lord, we pray, from every evil, graciously grant 

peace in our day, that by the help of your mercy, we may 

be always free from sin and safe from all distress, as we 

await the blessed hope and the coming of our Saviour 

Jesus Christ.   

People For the kingdom, the power, and the glory are yours, 

now and for ever. 

Priest Lord Jesus Christ, who said to your apostles: Peace I leave 

you, my peace I give you; look not on our sins, but on the 

faith of your Church, and graciously grant her peace and 

unity in accordance with your will. Who live and reign for 

ever and ever. 

People Amen. 

  

Priest The peace of the Lord be always with you. 

People And also with you. 

Priest Let us offer one another a sign of peace. 
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Now sing the Agnus Dei 

People Lamb of God, you take away the sins of the world: have 

mercy on us. (repeated) 

Lamb of God, you take away the sins of the world: grant 

us peace. 
Then kneel. 

Priest Behold the Lamb of God. Behold him who takes away the 

sins of the world. Blessed are those called to the supper 

of the Lamb. 

People Lord, I am not worthy that you should enter under my 

roof, but only say the word and my soul shall be healed.  
 

Priest  There is one thing I ask of the Lord, only this do I seek: 
to live in the house of the Lord all the days of my life. 

 
 
The people come forward to receive Communion. If you have not been baptized 

and confirmed, please come forward for a blessing instead of Communion, 

carrying this order of service. 

 

During Communion hymn REH 383 is sung, all remaining seated or kneeling. 

I come with joy, a child of God, 
Forgiven, loved and fee, 
The life of Jesus to recall, 
In love laid down for me. 
 

I come with Christians far and near 
To find, as all are fed, 
The new community of love  
in Christ’s communion bread. 
 

As Christ breaks bread, and bids us share. 
Each proud division ends.  
The love that made us, makes us one, 
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And strangers now are friends. 
 

The spirit of the risen Christ, 
Unseen, but ever near, 
Is in such friendship better known, 
Alive among us here. 
 

Together met, together bound 
By all that God has done, 
We’ll go with joy, to give the world 
The love that makes us one.
